As soon as we know where, we will let you 
know.  (The only flowers that Denise wants are altar flowers.) 
  
The phone at school and email have been buzzing with requests for how we can help, so this is 
plan:  Per discussions between myself, Jan, Mary Krug, Nancy Rinderknecht and Ladean 
Haerther, we have agreed that CLS families will provide the desserts and salads for the funeral 
luncheon.  Meanwhile, the Ladies Society at St. Stephens will pick up all the costs that the 
family normally pays for (for the lunch) and will serve the luncheon.  The Ladies Society has 
also requested that we help tear down and clean up after the luncheon.  We aren't in charge of 
the clean up, but they would like our help. 
  
I need to keep track of desserts versus salads so that we're not heavy on one and light on the 
other, so if you're bringing something, please shoot me an email response so that I can keep a 
running tab.  I don't need details, just say, salad or dessert or both.  (Please don't be offended if 
I suggest that you bring something other than which you signed up.  It just means we have more 
of one than the other.) 
  
This is all the information we have at the moment.  Denise and family appreciate your prayers 
and condolences.  Continue to pray for them as they navigate the difficult days in the immediate 
future and long-term.  Your overwhelming response is exactly what we've come to expect from 
our Central Family.
